IAREP General Assembly Minutes

Wageningen, The Netherlands, July 9th, 2016

Executives present: Ellen K. Nyhus (President), Erik Hoelzl (President Elect), Tomasz Zaleskiewicz (Honorary Secretary), Leonhard Lades (Honorary Treasurer), Martin Kocher (Editor of Journal of Economic Psychology), Stefan Schulz-Hardt (Editor of Journal of Economic Psychology)

1. Ellen Nyhus welcomes all GA participants. Minutes from the 2015 GA in Sibiu, Romania are accepted.

2. Journal of Economic Psychology Editorial Report. Stefan Schulz-Hardt presents the Journal of Economic Psychology Editorial Report. Number of submissions is presented. Positive development of the impact factor. Current IF is 1.677; 5-year-IF is 2.058. Information on special issues: 2016 - “Food consumption behavior”; 2017 – “Understanding Behaviour in Contests: Views from Economics, Psychology and Biology” and “Stability of Preferences”. New Associate Editors are presented. Stefan thanks editors who finished their work in the Journal. Information on Editorial Policy Changes is provided (new requirements for authors to promote research transparency as a reaction to the replication crisis; replication papers are encouraged). 

3. Treasurer report. Leonhard Lades presents Treasurer’s Report and informs about the surplus of £1961.65 between 05/10/2015 and 09/07/2016. No workshops or summer schools were sponsored by IAREP in this period.

4. Funding activities.  Leonard Lades opened for discussion on how to attract new members by organizing IAREP workshops or other activities (e.g. workshop organizers organize special session at the next IAREP conference).  Sponsorship of a summer school as well as of workshops in economic psychology was proposed. Following decisions from previous years, it was proposed to continue the initiative to sponsor a IAREP/SABE summer school with € 3000.  In addition, it was decided to sponsor workshops in 2017 with up to €3000.  In case no workshop is supported, the money may be used for sponsoring additional keynote speakers at IAREP conferences. IAREP awarded the winner of The 2016 Best Student Paper competition with a prize of euro 500. This activity will be continued. Nobody at the GA objects funding activities proposal for 2016/17

5. Summer school. The GA decided to announce calls for organizing summer school in economic psychology and behavioral economics (joint event with SABE). EPIA (Eugen Iordanescu) declared that EPIA will co-sponsor the summer school, but could not give an exact amount at the GA.

6. Cooperation with other organizations. Ellen Nyhus presents information on cooperation with SABE (joint conferences and workshops). EADM’s president, Barbra Summers, informed the GA that she would present a proposal for cooperation with IAREP to the EADM board. Tomasz Zaleskiewicz presents information about the next IAAP Congress in Canada and invites IAREP members to submit papers to sessions that will be organized by IAAP Division of Economic Psychology.

7. 
Changes in IAREP rules article 1. Voting – nobody against (in both votings). 

The new article 1 is: 

The Association bears the name “International Association for Research in Economic

Psychology” (IAREP); in French: “Association Internationale pour la Recherche en la Psychologie Economique”; in German "Internationale Gesellschaft für Forschung in ökonomischer Psychologie".

The legal status of IAREP is a limited company of the United Kingdom, IAREP LTD. Directors of IAREP LTD are a) the IAREP President, b) the IAREP Treasurer, and c) a IAREP member residing in England or Wales who is nominated by the Managing Committee.

8. Changes in IAREP rules article 11. The new article 11 is: 

All ballots are secret. The names of the candidates for office should be contained in the announcement of the ballot. The announcement should be distributed to members at least 4 weeks before the vote will be held. Votes will be held at the General Assembly or online if the General Assembly decides to do so. The President can - in agreement with the Managing Committee - ask the General Assembly to vote electronically. In case of electronic voting, the General Assembly can only validly take a decision if at least one tenth of the individual members participate in the ballot.

For the election of the Committee members (President, Secretary, Treasurer), every member shall have one vote. For the election of country representative, each member from that country has one vote. The candidate who obtains the most votes shall be elected; in case of a tied vote, the toss of a coin shall be decisive.

9. Organization of the next year ballots.  Next year, there will be elections of the next IAREP President-elect, Secretary and Treasurer. The executive Committee proposes the ballots will be organized electronically. Voting – nobody against, one person sustains.

10. Upcoming conferences. 2017 IAREP Conference – Presentation given by Tal Shavit. Conference will take place in Israel, COMAS, Rishon LeZion. Presentation of organizing committee, venue, facilities, program proposal and keynote speakers. Conference dates: 3-7 September 2017. Morris Altman presents information on the 2017 SABE conference in Australia. 

11. Pablo Branas presents info on the 2018 IAREP/SABE conference in London. No offers to organize the IAREP Conference in 2019 have been received so far.

12. Change in the position of the IAREP President. Ellen Nyhus informs that Erik Hoelzl becomes the new IAREP President. Ellen thanks for electing her and for cooperation. Ellen Nyhus stays in Executive Committee as Past President.

13. Any other business: Stephen Lea talks in memory of Paul Webley. GA had a moment of silence in remembrance of our friend and past IAREP President. 


Report on SABE/IAREP Conference 2016 Behavioural Insights in Research and Policy Making

8–10 July 2016, Wageningen, the Netherlands

This conference in Wageningen, the Netherlands, was one in a series of bi-annual joint meetings of the Society for the Advancement of Behavioural Economics (SABE) and the International Association for Research in Economic Psychology (IAREP). The conference has been attended by over 250 participants, including both researchers and policy makers, and lasted for 2½ days. All scientific submissions were evaluated by a scientific committee consisting of 24 internationally renowned scholars. The conference took place at Hof van Wageningen in seven conference halls.

We have named the conference Behavioural Insights in Research and Policy Making because behavioural science is the core business of the mentioned societies, and has also become of interest to many policy makers. The UK Behavioural Insight Team—established in 2010—was the first official institute applying behavioural economics to policy making. Since then BIT teams have been founded all over the world, including the Behavioural Insight Network (BIN) in the Netherlands.

For this reason, several conference sessions have been devoted to policy making, including Cass Sunstein’s keynote address about Educative Nudges, the presentation of the EU-report Behavioural Insights Applied to Policy (BIAP) 2016 with panel discussion, and a questions and answers session for policy makers with Cass Sunstein (the latter two events were organized in collaboration with the BIN).

Eldar Shafir’s keynote address dealt with the issue of mental resource scarcity; Erwin Bulte dealt with behavioural experiments in Africa; Catherine Eckel dealt with terrorism-related phenomena in the experimental economic laboratory. Several special sessions included presentations on environmental issues, public health, and firms, entrepreneurship and innovation. In addition to the keynotes and special sessions, a large number of regular sessions were included in the program. Here, research was presented  about the environment, financial issues, insurance, well-being, health, risk, household economics, children, consumption, moral behaviour, personality, games, markets, decision making, heuristics and biases, choice overload, social preferences, and taxation. In addition, 26 posters were presented in a poster session.

An early researchers workshop, one day before the conference, has been organized, in which about 20 papers were presented, and commented upon, by experts in the field. Another workshop on Getting Published was presented by Martin Kocher, Stefan Schultz-Hardt (Editors of the Journal of Economic Psychology), and Maarten van Twisk (Elsevier). In addition, a student paper prize competition was organized to increase the quality of scientific contributions from PhD students.


We heard back from a number of attendees, saying that the presentations at the conference were very good, the keynotes excellent, and the organization very smooth. A slideshow of the conference can be viewed on www.wageningenur.nl/behaviouralinsightsconference.

IAREP past president remembered by the University of London

Memorial for Paul Webley, November 2016

On 2nd November, the University of London and its School of Oriental and African Studies (SOAS) held a major event to celebrate the life and work of Paul Webley, who died of cancer in March 2016, aged 62.  Paul was a founder member of IAREP, and served as its President from 1999-2000.  A large, packed lecture hall heard tributes to Paul’s contribution to economic psychology, to the senior management of the University of Exeter (where he worked from 1980 to 2006), to SOAS (whose Principal and Director he was from 2006 to 2015) and to the University of London (which he served as Deputy Vice-Chancellor – a more important post than it might sound, since the Chancellor is a purely ceremonial post – from 2010 until his death.  SOAS have made a recording of the entire event available on the web at https://youtu.be/tfEQonfnkqs; the text of Stephen Lea’s tribute to Paul as an academic, and especially as an economic psychologist, can be found at http://people.exeter.ac.uk/SEGLea/misc/pwmemorial.pdf (note: the address is case-sensitive).

The 2015 edition of Journal Citation Reports (JCR) was recently released, but it requires some clarification due to the title change in April 2014, in which the journal’s title changed from the Journal of Socio-Economics (JoSE) to the Journal of Behavioral and Experimental Economics (JoBEE). JCR does not combine the data from the two titles but rather analyzes them separately. In JCR 2014, the impact factor was computed based on citations from 2014 to 2012-2013. This means that only for JoSE an impact factor was computable, and it was 0.505. It ranked 240 out of 333 economics journals (making it Q3). The number of total cites in 2014 to the journal is 1067, which ranked 114 out of 333 economics journals (making it Q2).

In JCR 2015, two impact factors are reported, for JoSE and JoBEE. For JoSE the impact factor is based on citations in 2015 to all the volumes of 2013 and the first volume of 2014. There are 69 such citations, and when divided by the 110 items published in JoSE in 2013-2014, it gives an impact factor of 0.627. It ranked 218 out of 344 economics journals (making it Q3). The total number of citations to JoSE in 2015 is 1138. Since JCR does not combine data after a title change, this number does not include citations to the title that preceded JoSE and existed in 1972-1990, the Journal of Behavioral Economics, so the true number of citations to the journal including its original title is even higher.

For JoBEE the impact factor is based on citations in 2015 to the five last volumes of 2014. There are 16 such citations, and when divided by the 47 items published in JoBEE in 2014, it gives an impact factor of 0.34. The total number of citations to JoBEE in 2015 is 27 (i.e., there are 11 cites in 2015 to articles in JoBEE in 2015, in addition to the 16 cites to 2014).  

The correct computation is to combine the data for the two titles of JoSE and JoBEE because it is the same journal. This gives 85 citations (69+16) in 2015 to the 157 items (110+47) published in 2013-2014. The resulting impact factor is then 85/157 = 0.541. This would mean being ranked 248 out of 344 economics journals in JCR (making it Q3). It represents a small increase from the impact factor of 0.505 in 2014. 

In 2015, the two titles have together 1165 cites (1138+27), which means a ranking of 118 out of 344 economics journals (making it Q2). It should be noted that the large gap in the number of citations between JoSE and JoBEE is due to the fact that the former was published a much longer time than the latter. In addition, the difference in the impact factor between JoSE and JoBEE is not a reflection of a quality difference but rather of the fact that it is easier to get a citation from 2015 to 2013 (JoSE) than to 2014 (JoBEE). This can easily be seen when looking at other journals. For example, the Journal of Economic Behavior and Organization (JEBO) had in 2015 a total of 222 citations to its 2014 articles, but 391 citations to its 2013 articles (without a large difference in the number of items published in the two years). 

The tables below present the above computations in another manner, which is quicker to see, and add some more details:
